The
book has an introduction, aforward, a " "thematic table" which gives the first few bars of each sonataand K or L
number, and atable of ornaments before getting to the music. Each of these is short, at most 2 pages, but generally
adequate for their purpose. These works were selected and ordered in level of difficulty. | compared the level of
difficulty with the grading provided by the Royal School of Music. The easiest pieces are grade 3 and the most
difficult are grade 8. The ordering in this volume doesn't exactly match that the Royal Schoal, but it is clear that the
pieces get progressively more difficult. | could not match al the sonatas, but to give you an idea of the level, the first
four matches (from seven sonatas) are grades 3, 3, 4, and 4 while the last four sonatas are grade 7, 8, 6 and 6. The
differencesin their assessed level of difficulty arise simply because of subjective musical factors about what

For a student progressing at the usual rate of one grade ayear there are
about 6 or 7 pieces which fit within each level. This makes the book an excellent supplement to the more common
teaching material which contains pieces from awide range of composers from different periods. So for a teacher
casting around for extra material for students this volume is well worth considering.In terms of afina rating of four
stars, | took a star off because these are harpsichord peices and guidence about realization on a piano is missing from
the work. | have several other books of Scarlatti sonatas and they give considerable detail on performance both in
general and on specific pieces.

The editor has chosen 40 keyboard sonatas from the more than 500 written by Domenico Scarlatti. These serve as a
progressive initiation into Scarlatti's keyboard artistry. The sonatas generally follow the simple structure of asingle
movement divided into two symmetrical refrains, asin the pre-classical dance suites. Embellishments are written in
regular note values for ease of playing, and dynamic indications, which were sparse for the harpsichord, are added for
the modern piano. Fingerings are included as a suggested guide.
